Sec. One
CATCHING FISH


The capture and possession of each fish must be lawful for any member to receive credit for it.
Sec. Two
 SUBMITTING FISH


1.
Only surf caught fish are eligible for entry.


2.
All fish must be weighed or measured as detailed below, on a certified scale.


3.
Any striped bass measuring 36” or greater, rod markings are acceptable, shall be considered a 15lb striped bass unless weighed on a certified scale


4.
A fish shall be weighed on one scale only.


5.
Scales certified during the club fishing year will be certified for the entire contest year.


6.
For entry in the contest, eligible fish must be reported to the fish coordinator within 48 hours of catch for NY state caught fish, or within 48 hours of returning from an out of state fishing trip. For entry in the contest, the location provided to the fish coordinator for each eligible fish needs to be more specific than the name of the state, Cape Cod, and eastern seaboard.
Sec. Three AWARDS

          1. Awards are given, and inscribed as follows:

A. Mr. Striper Surf Club Award

Awarded to the member who catches the most point fish in a season
B. Striper Surf Club Champions Awards

1st Place

2nd Place

3rd Place
Awarded to members who finish 1, 2 and 3rd in total points as per SSC Champions rules.
C. Largest Striped Bass
D. Largest Bluefish
E. Largest Weakfish
F. The angler who catches the first point fish striped bass of the season shall have their name, the fishes weight and date caught inscribed on the club trophy
G. The angler who catches the last point fish striped bass of the season shall have their name, the fishes weight and date caught inscribed on the club trophy
All fish fish caught on the Eastern Seaboard are eligible and count toward the SSC IN-House Contest. All entries for first and last must be reported promptly, preferably via text to the fish coordinator to establish the time of day. In case of a tie the heaviest fish will be determined the winner.
For awards A,F and G the term POINT FISH shall mean a Striped Bass 15lbs or better.
2. The order of listing is to represent the order of importance and approximate worth of the trophies to be presented to winners.
3.  The fish coordinator, or their designee, shall maintain at all times during the contest, a list of eligible fish, by date and time where applicable, weight of fish, name of club member and designation where caught (Eastern Seaboard or NY. The listing is to be available to all SSC members on the club web site. A printed copy may be available upon request.
4. There shall be no choice on part of the recipient concerning trophies.
5. It shall take more than 1/2 pound excess to replace an existing trophy contender and any entry not more than 1/2 pound  heavier shell be deemed a “tie”. In the event of ties, a duplicate trophy shall be awarded and inscribed, “Tie”.  Largest or ……. In the event of a tie  in number fish caught for Mr Striper Surf Club Award the total weight will decide the winner in that category. 
6. No member shall receive more than one of the trophies, but shall have that trophy inscribed with a list of other winnings.
Sec. Four STRIPER SURF CLUB CHAMPIONS AWARD

1st Place- Awarded to the member with the most combined points in a contest season

2nd place- Awarded to the member with the second most combined points in a contest season

3rd Place - Awarded to the member with the third  most combined points in a contest season
RULES
A. All members in good standing are eligible and encouraged to participate.
B. Members shall submit their top 5  Striped Bass, Bluefish and Weakfish to the fish coordinator.
C. Eligible fish are eastern seaboard.
D. POINT STRUCTURE
1. All members are eligible to enter 5 fish for each catagory (striped bass Bluefish and weakfish)
2. Fish points shall be determined by weight.
3. The minimum weights for fish are as follows

10 lbs Striped Bass

 5 lbs Bluefish

 5 lbs Weakfish
4.   Bonus points shall be awarded to any member who achieves the following:


Largest Bass for a given month 10 pts


Largest Bluefish for a given month 10 its


Largest Weakfish for a given month 10 its


Most Bass points for a given month 10 its


Most Bluefish points for a given month 10 its


Most Weakfish points for a given month 10 its

All fish entered must have the date and location of catch as per Striper Surf Club rules.
Sec.    FIVE DURATION OF CONTEST

The contest shall run concurrent with the NY State DEC Striped Bass season.
Sec. Six  AREA

NY State consists of the area from Croton Point, south, to and including Brooklyn, Bronx, Manhattan, Staten Island, Queens, Nassau and Suffolk County. Eastern Seaboard shall consist of tidal waters to the Atlantic Ocean.
Sec. SEVEN  LIST OF CONTEST WINNERS

By the first meeting in January following the contest year, the trophy Committee shall present a list of contest winners the membership for corrections. If none are reported, the membership shall confirm the lists correct and will not be subject to revision after the close of the meeting.
Sec. EIGHT   OTHER AWARDS

1. BARRY SIMON AWARD
In the event the trophy committee decides to award the Barry Simon Award, which is awarded to the member who, in the opinion of the Trophy Committee, has done his best to aid the SSC, physically, Morally and spiritually. The recipient’s name shall be placed on a plaque and awarded

2 DISCRETIONARY AWARDS

Any discretionary awards shall be decided by the Trophy Committee. Presentment of awards shall take place at the Annual Dinner. Procedure to be directed by the Trophy Committee.
Sec. NINE    CONTEST CHANGES

1. All potential rule changes must be made to the fish coordinator during the month of November. These potential changes will be made available for all SSC members for review and discussion A vote on such changes shall take place the second meeting in January following the contest year.

2. A majority vote by SSC members in good standing as defined by the SSC Constitution is necessary  for a rule change.
